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PROBLEM STATEMENT
The political, social and economic hardship endured by Karen State communities severely limits
their capacity to support their teachers, students and schools. Poor health, lack of food, security
issues, and general poverty all contribute to poor student performance in and absence from
school. Teachers who have no time for food production due to their teaching responsibilities’,
depend on their communities for food or money. Where communities cannot support teachers'
basic needs, it becomes extremely difficult for teachers to remain in their positions.

resulting from abject poverty.

KSEAG currently supports 913 schools, 2,825 teachers and 59,604 students in Karen State.
We provide basic support to all of these schools. This year we supported teachers with an annual
subsidy of £22.50 — this is the only support they will receive all year. We hope to increase this
amount to £60 per year in the future if we are able to secure funding. Teachers will also be
provided with teaching materials and educational resource texts at a cost of £5.71 per teacher per
year. We are also looking to provide learning materials, basic health and sports equipment to the
59,604 students at a cost of £1.45 per student per year.
